1.0 PURPOSE
In order For E-T-A to effectively receive material it is necessary that specific information is available and tied to the physical material that is sent to E-T-A. This will increase material traceability throughout the supply chain and stream line process in shipping and receiving
2.0 APPLICATION
This instruction applies to all vendors of E-T-A Circuit Breakers.
3.0 ASSOCIATED DOCUMENTS
QC00114 – Letter of Compliance to E-T-A Material Receiving Requirements

QC00115 – Waiver for E-T-A Material Receiving Requirements
PCHXXX – Supplier Certification Process
4.0 INSTRUCTIONS
4.1 Every form of packaging (boxes, containers, bags, etc.) is marked with a label.
4.2 All packages are marked with a label, also in case of “package in package”.
4.3 All labels have to contain in human readable font and barcode 128font the following information:
4.3.1 E-T-A Purchase Order Number

4.3.2 E-T-A Part Number

4.3.3 Quantity of Parts in labeled Package Unit
4.4 In certain cases E-T-A will allow to deviate from these standard requirements. A waiver has to be requested by the supplier and granted by E-T-A.

4.6 All vendors have to comply with these standards. After receiving the instructions the vendor has 7 days to reply with a signed letter of compliance (QC00114). E-T-A expects an implementation after 21 days. 

4.7 Vendors may request a waiver (QC00115) within 7 days for these requirements. On a case by case basis E-T-A might grant a waiver. Indicator to successfully obtain a waiver is minimal deliveries to E-T-A (small vendor of E-T-A).
4.8 If the vendor do not comply uncommented or if the waiver is not granted by E-T-A the vendor will be downgraded by one tier (PCHXXXX)

· Tier I suppliers will obtain Tier II status

· Tier II suppliers will obtain probation status

· Supplier on probation will lose their vendor certification with E-T-A
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
